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Directions to Folly Farm, Stowey, Bishop Sutton, Bristol   BS39 4DW

From Bristol and the North

Take the A37 Wells Road south out of Bristol for approximately eight miles.  After the village of Pensford you will come to the Chelwood roundabout.  Take the third exit onto the A368 towards Weston-super-Mare.  Follow the A368 for approximately two miles and look out for a turning on the right to Chew Magna.  The turning to Folly Farm Centre is marked by signs, just around the next bend.  The turning is up a small track marked as a dead end. See approach to the Farm.

From Wells and the South

Approach Folly Farm from the south on the A37 Wells Road.  Pass through the village of Clutton and approximately two miles north, you will reach the Chelwood roundabout.  Take the first exit at the roundabout onto the A368 towards Weston-super-Mare.  Then follow directions as above.

From Bath and the East

Take the A4 from Bath. At ‘the Globe’ roundabout take the A39 heading towards Wells. At Marksbury traffic lights take the A368 heading towards Weston Super Mare. Take the second exit at the Chelwood roundabout. After two miles look out for the Folly Farm Centre signs pointing to the narrow Folly Lane off the A368 just before you reach Stowey crossroads.

From Weston–Super-Mare and the West

Take the A368 heading towards Churchill. At the Churchill traffic lights, take the A368 towards Bath. Follow for 11 miles through Blagdon, West Harptree and Bishop Sutton. After the Stowey crossroads look out for a right turn following Folly Farm Centre signs into the narrow Folly Lane. 

Approach to the Farm
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Follow the lane slowly turning left at the first fork (signed Folly Farm).  Continue over the cattle grid up the drive till you reach the signposted car park just past the second cattle grid.  Park your car. Then on foot follow the path to the buildings or the reserve maps for walks around the site.
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
